Tyler’s Tune 

We Were Made for More 

I know who I am because I know who God is. The cross wasn’t the 
end; it was the beginning. Grace didn’t stop at salvation... it          
continues, overflowing, shaping us into something new. This song 
reminds me of that truth. I wasn’t made to dwell in my mistakes or 
carry the weight of my shame. I wasn’t meant to linger in the grave of 
my past. Instead, I was called by name—called to life, freedom, and 
purpose.
